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Japanese Pathologists in the Kiel University

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After the world war II many Japanese pathologist
were engaged in post graduate training in various
foreign countries, especially in USA. Germany is one
of the most desirable country also in the post-war
period. Since 1970s the Institute of Pathology in the
Kiel University became the most particular point of
choice. The first Japanese pathologist in Kiel was
Dr.K.Nagai(Hirosaki University) who came to the Kiel
University from the University in Heidelberg in 1963
following Prof. K.Lennert, the new director of the
Institute of Pathology. He worked under Prof. Lennert
upon reticulin fiber structure of the bone marrow1)2).
Dr.Z.Ishii(Jikei Univ.) and Dr.K.Tashiro(Showa
Univ.) stayed in the institute in 1964. Dr.N.Mohri
(Tokyo Univ. Kyorin Univ.) engaged in research of
leukemia and malignant lymphoma from 1965 to 1967
at first and between 1969 and 1974 at second time3)4).
Dr.Y.Mori(Kobe Univ. Hyogo Coll. Med.) worked
from 1966 to 19685), Dr.K.Ezumi (Osaka Univ.
Schering Co. Limit.) from 1966 to 19676), Dr.M.Ki-
kuchi (Kyushu Univ. Fukuoka Univ.) from 1967 to
19687)8). Except for pathologists in 1950s and 1960s
many Japanese medical doctors stayed in the Kiel
University and attended to researches or medcal
practice. For example, Dr.Y.Sano(Kyoto Pref. Univ.
Med.), Dr.T.Fujita(Okayama Univ.), Dr.M.Yoshida-
(Kobe Univ.) were in Anatomy, Dr.I.Ishiyama(Jun-
tendo Univ.), Dr.T.Nagano(Wakayama Med. Coll.
Kanazawa Univ.) were in Forensic Medicine, Dr.Y.
Kataoka(Kyoto Univ.), Dr.M.Ichioka(Tokyo Med. &
Dent. Univ.) were in Physiology, Dr.Y.Hiki(Keio
Univ. Kitasato Univ.) were in Surgery, and Dr.T.Na-
kajima(Tokyo Univ.) were in Gynecology. Japanese
Society in Kiel was assumed to originate in these years
with some Japanese in Kiel and its neighbourhood, for
instance, studens in the Depatment of Musics,
Depatment of Theology, Department of Germanistics
etc.
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
