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PREFACE

Since the end of this War, twelve months had passed before our Government
established Kagoshima Fisheries College in April 1946, perceived the fact that
the future of Japan should depend upon the rehabilitation of fishing industry
from its origin.

Perhaps we may properly say that, since then, for five years, we have
painfully toiled to fell unpenetrated forests, baking bricks without stubble,
before the publication of this Journal, or the Collection of the researches
performed by the professors of this College.

Then, it is not without keen emotion and deep gratitude that I write these
remarks.

According to the present reorganization of the educational system, our
College, too, is to be enlarged into The Fisheries Faculty of Kagoshima
University, and the sequel of this Journal shall be published as the periordical

epitome of that Faculty. .
I hope the more through and comprehensive researches will serve to contri-
bute anything to the Marine Science.
