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On the Accent of Palauan Words
Borrowed from Foreign Languages

Abstract

We can find out the facts below in the Palauan native language.

The language is a stress-accent language. Its stress is placed on the ultimate
or penultimate syllable of word in principle and has distinctive function.
So, we can regard it as the language of ‘2-stress-patterned accent’.

There are many words borrowed from Japanese, English, Spanish and so on
in the language, reflecting the historically complication in modern Palau.
And we can find out one more fact, standing on the facts above.

The stress on borrowing words is also placed on the ultimate or penultimate
syllable in principle . And its placements are often different from those of
original words in lending languages.

This is much interesting fact for researchers of the linguistic prosody in language-

contacts. If we can collect the examples of substratums which have ‘n-patterned
accent’ and are influenced from the superstratums which have pitchaccent, such
as the Palauan native language in 1922-1945, we might be able to get the clue
to prehistoric formation of Japanese dialects in Kyushu and Ryukyu.
